The Current Situation and the New Mississippi River Bridpge

Presentty, there is one interstate crossing the Mississppi Riverin
downtown St Louwis: the Poplar 5t Bridge. It handles traffic from
Inferstates 55. 84, and 70. According to transportation planners, the
Poplar St. Bridge is severely overburdened. The 2-mile approach from
the llincis side adds to the congestion with the convergence of three
interstates. Projections show that sewere traffic congeston is likely by
the year 2020, without mprovements to the transportation network.
Rush-howr congestion could doubfe and |ast up fo three hours. The
averapge delay would increase from 10 minutes per wehicle today to 55
minutes per wehicke by the year 2020,

The proposed new bridgs would host Interstate 70, one of three primary
east-west mterstate highways n the country. The cable-stayed bridge
would be designed to camy eight lanes of traffic and be located
approximately omne mile north of the Dir. Martn Luther King Bridge. With
LED we can identify gecgraphic concentrations of commuters both
where they ive and where they work, on either side of the Mississippi
aiding transporiation planning within the metropolitan area.
